Purpose of the funds requested:
The Florida Music Educators Association holds an annual conference at the Tampa Convention Center. The theme for the 2023 conference is Unity in Music Education, and it is January 11-14, 2023. There are 250 concerts and clinic sessions for every type of music education program, including guitar and chorus. The purpose of these funds are to send myself to the conference to attend a variety of choral and guitar clinics and to familiarize myself with the All-State process for future students that audition for All-State Choirs.
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What Part of the School Improvement Plan will these funds address? 
The development of curriculum and instructional resources for the choir and guitar program; more professional development opportunities to ensure I am best serving students and implementing/upholding all standards. The FMEA conference is the only PD conference in the state for both choral and instrumental music education. The FMEA conference also hosts the All-State Treble, Mixed, and Sight-Reading Choirs for high school, which is the highest honor for a high-school chorus student. By observing the rehearsals and performances of the All-State Choirs, I will be prepared to send my current and future students to the rigorous audition process for future conventions.
The chorus and guitar sessions hosted at FMEA are led by both collegiate professors, education professionals, and current music teachers from across the country. Every year, the sessions are tailored to best impact the most current issues and focuses on the world of music education as the presenters are people that are teaching in this climate and environment. A few examples of relevant topics that are included in FMEA sessions include inclusivity, diversity, universal design for learning, student leadership, cultural responsiveness in teaching, and mental health.
How will you measure its effectiveness or impact? 
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The information and techniques I acquire in the conference will benefit all chorus/guitar students. I will measure effectiveness by analyzing new lesson plans and by measuring enrollment and retention in the choir and guitar programs as the goal is development of the curriculum and learning techniques and how that applies to the development of the programs. It will impact 101 students this year and all future students enrolled in chorus and guitar.
